PUBLIC COMMENT:

ATTORNEY COMMENTS:

Community Protection – Council Woomert shared the fire hydrants will be flushed in the coming weeks and on July 18 a company will be completing hose testing. Woomert shared this year the fire department will be hosting a Summerfest breakfast and the annual car show.
Parks- Council Wolfe shared the park board has been busy with tree trimming, cutting down dead trees, and mulching. Council Phares wanted to thank Travis Volrath for all the help taking such great care of the ballparks for all these yeas
Summerfest– Council Phares shared the Annual Summerfest is going to be July 21 & 22. There will be a bags tournament, a softball tournament, color run, parade, and may other fun activities.
